I write in support of giving Tarheel Mobile Home Park residents 15 years to come up with another living 
option. A 15-year time frame would: 
-- Give families time for their children to graduate from Chapel Hill schools; 
-- Give the federal government time to institute a pathway to citizenship for non-documented residents who 
contribute mightily to our economy and enrich the fabric of our community's culture; 
-- Give residents who are not eligible for affordable housing subsidy (this includes non-documented residents) 
time to save up for a different housing option; 
-- Give mobile home owners the ability to amortize the cost of their purchase by living in it for 15 years, which 
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in some cases is all the life it may have left. If they were forced to move out prematurely, they would lose their 
entire investment and have to start from scratch, most likely outside of Chapel Hill due to the high cost of 
housing here.

Dear Mayor Hemminger and Town Council Members, 

The Chapel Hill-Carrboro NAACP is writing to urge you to approve the rezoning request for the 
property at 1200 Martin Luther King Boulevard. There are currently 73 families living in the 
Tarheel Mobile Home Park at that property and the owners have been working to ensure that 
current residents can remain on the property during and after the proposed redevelopment. If 
the rezoning is rejected, it is likely that the owners will sell the property and those 73 families 
will be displaced. Many of these families have children who attend the Chapel Hill-Carrboro 
School District whose education would be disrupted if they were forced to move outside of the 
district. The highest priority of the council should be the well-being of the families that live in 
Tarheel Mobile Home Park. Members of our Housing committee have been in communication 
with the residents of Tarheel Mobile Homes and the residents have expressed a desire to 
remain in their homes and fear that if the rezoning is not approved that they will be forced to 
move. We recommend approving the rezoning to allow the construction of storage units in 
part of the property, while also working to get legally binding agreements from the owners 
that will protect the current residents. We also expect the town to continue to work with 
residents to ensure that their needs are being met. 

This situation also highlights the need for the town to continue to develop its strategic plan for 
how to help people displaced from mobile home parks. We are encouraged at the creation of a 
high-level plan outlining several options for helping mobile home residents; it is now time to 
delve into the details of making those high-level strategies a concrete reality. 

Chapel Hill should live up to its espoused values by working to ensure that the town is a 
welcoming place for people of all racial, ethnic, and socio-economic backgrounds. A major part 
of that is ensuring that people of all backgrounds are able to live here. We urge the following 
three-pronged approach:  

• approve the rezoning of 1200 MLK Boulevard and continue to work with the
landowner on their plans that include keeping the residents on the property,

• work with the residents of Tarheel Mobile Homes and other mobile home parks in
Chapel Hill to ensure that their needs are met, and

• continue to flesh out the strategic plan for helping mobile home residents who are in
danger of displacement.

Dear Chapel Hill Town Council,  
 
My name is Melissa Ginsberg, and my daughter and I are residents of the Tarheel Mobile Community. 
I’m writing to you because the vote for the proposed project for my community is imminent and I have 
some concerns regarding the upcoming vote. 
 
A little history first.  My daughter and I re-located to Chapel Hill three years ago from our homebase of 
Upstate New York.  I’ve spent the last 15 years on the road as a professional musician (violinist), and 
when my daughter was born in 2009 she traveled with me.  Our permanent home was in Upstate NY, 
but we traveled 9.5 months out of the year.  While we loved our life on the road, we needed to take a 
break, so after a lot of looking around we decided on Chapel Hill.  Since we lived in a camper, we 
didn’t have a lot of options, and that’s when I found out about Tarheel Mobile Community.  At that 
point Mr. Moody was the owner, and he took us for a tour.  It was a really lovely place, and we moved 
in. 
 
In the past three years, I have seen how tightly knit the Community here is.  I see families helping 
families, neighbors helping neighbors, and there’s an overall feeling of “Home” here.  Most of the 
residents here have lived here for 20 years or more.  Many have raised their children here, and now 
their grandchildren are here. There are younger families with children here as well.  Before Covid, 
there were communal birthday parties, dinners, and holiday celebrations. This is a family based 
community. 
 
Change is, of course, inevitable. Mr. Moody retired and Mr. Stackhouse became the new owner. 
There are always hiccups and growing pains when someone new comes in, especially since Mr. 
Moody was here for 20 plus years.  There were new rules, new ideas, and communication was not 
always the best.  While I may not agree with everything that comes down the line, I can say that I 
think the changes Mr. Stackhouse is proposing for our Community are in our/the residents of 
Tarheel’s best interest.  I say this as someone who has attended all the meetings, read through all the 
proposed changes, and given my feedback to Mr. Stackhouse. 
 
If the Council votes no on this proposal, all the residents of Tarheel Mobile Community will need to 
move.  Your vote effects every family here.  So many of the homes here are 15-20 years or older. 
Those homes can’t be moved, they wouldn’t survive. What will happen to those families?  For those of 
us in homes that can be moved, where would we go?  How can we, who work here, whose children 
go to school here, who have made a life here, find a place to move our homes to?  The few mobile 
communities that are in Chapel Hill are full.  How can we keep our jobs? How can we continue to be a 
part of Chapel Hill? How can we continue to grow with the community we’re a part of? 
 
I have never had a permanent residence outside of New York State until my daughter and I relocated 
to Chapel Hill. As much as we miss our travels, settling down here has been one of the best decisions 
for us.  My daughter goes to school here. I teach music here, and I perform here. We have made 
friends here. We go to Temple here.  This is our home and our Community.  Mr. Stackhouse has 
given us, the residents of the Tarheel Community, so many opportunities to provide input and 
comments in this long process. I know I have, and I know our neighbors have.  I want my daughter to 
finish her education here, in Chapel Hill. I want to continue to teach here. I know my neighbors want 
the same for their families.  Please, vote Yes to approve this proposed plan so we can continue as a 
Community.  Please vote Yes so we don’t have to move.
