NarraƟve 

The property is 0.48 acre and currently consist of one single-family dwelling and a gazebo.  We 
are proposing a new dwelling and a detached garage.  We designed them using the same 
exterior features as the exisƟng house which is considered as a historic structure in McCauley-
Cameron historic district.  We applied colonial revival features including a hipped roof and a 
square-columned full-facade front porch to the new dwelling design. The intenƟon of the design 
is to ensure that the special character of the exisƟng house is preserved by applying it to the 
design of the proposed dwelling and detached garage per the Chapel Hill Historic Districts 
Design Principles & Standards.   

As noted in the Chapel Hill Historic District Design Principles & Standards, accessory buildings 
are common in the district, with many daƟng as early as the 1910s and 1920s.  Garages are the 
most common type of accessory building in the district. Usually one-story, front-gabled, and of 
frame construcƟon, historic garages are an important element of the district fabric as an 
indicaƟon of the advance of the automobile during the prosperous 1920s. The garages were 
frequently constructed with stylisƟc details that referenced the house, and several 1930s and 
1940s garages were even built of the same brick as their adjacent Colonial Revival main house.  
Therefore, we applied this to the design of the proposed detached garage which is one-story, 
front-gabled building with materials and detailing that referenced the exisƟng house.  

As noted in the standards, residenƟal development within the boundaries of the Cameron-
McCauley Historic District conƟnued through the early 1950s, with modest single-family homes 
constructed along the west side of Basnight Street, the 400-block of West Cameron Avenue, the 
west end of McCauley Street, and the west end of PaƩerson Place. The late twenƟeth century 
also saw the construcƟon of several apartment buildings/duplexes and the conversion of larger 
houses into mulƟ unit residences to accommodate the growing student and faculty populaƟons.  
It is important to note that the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill's student populaƟon 
has grown since 2020, with total enrollment rising from 29,084 in 2020-21 to over 32,000 by 
2023-24. The university recently welcomed its largest first-year class in history in September 
2025 (5,094 first-year students and 1,097 transfers).  Therefore, building/adding a proposed 
dwelling using the same character and exterior features as the exisƟng house would 
accommodate the growing student and faculty populaƟons as well as preserving the special 
character of the McCualey-Cameron historic district. 

As noted in the standards, apartment buildings / duplexes have always been a part of the 
Cameron-McCauley streetscape. Property owners in this area had historically boarded students 



in their homes, but by the 1920s, separate apartment buildings had been constructed. Smaller 
apartment buildings throughout the district, like the two-story, 1940s building at 200 McCauley 
Street, were designed, scaled, and sited to align with the adjacent single family houses. Several 
vernacular, front-gabled, frame duplexes, including those at 400 ½ and 402 McCauley, were built 
in the late 1940s or early 1950s and are representaƟve of the Minimal TradiƟonal style.  
Therefore, a detached duplex on the property by building/adding the proposed dwelling would 
be in line with the Chapel Hill Historic Districts Design Principles & Standards.   

Per the standards, the landscape of the Cameron-McCauley Historic District is manifested in 
streetscapes characterized by a consistent network of gravel paths, brick sidewalks, low stone 
walls, and tree-lined streets. As was typical of many upper-middle-class residenƟal seƫngs in 
the country at that Ɵme, the neighborhood streetscape was, and remains, characterized by a 
relaƟvely dense collecƟon of houses set back from the street and shaded by a dominaƟng tree 
canopy.   The proposed dwelling and detached garage would preserve the landscape of the 
Cameron-McCauley Historic District as it would preserve the exisƟng landscape of the property. 
Also, please refer to the tree canopy assessment document by the licensed tree arborist which 
indicates majority of tree canopy would be preserved with the proposed dwelling and detached 
garage. 

It is also important to consider that the rear of the property is university’s parking area.  
Therefore, proposed dwelling and detached garage would not be incongruous with the 
character of the district instead it would add more historical character for the district. 

 

SiƟng, Setbacks, & OrientaƟon 

 Rear Yard Placement: The site plan shows both the new dwelling and the detached 2-car 
garage located deep in the rear yard, behind the exisƟng historic structure.  Please refer 
to “Site Plan and Boundary Topography Survey - 214 McCauley St” file for the site plan. 
This successfully complies with the Design Standard 4.7.2 and 4.7.3, which dictate that 
new accessory building / detached garage should be sited in tradiƟonal locaƟons, 
typically beyond the rear wall of the primary building, to minimize their impact on the 
streetscape.  This is consistent with the detached garage located at 215 McCauley Street 
(across 214 McCauley St).  See aƩached photos of 215 McCauley Street as reference. 

Also, Building/adding the new dwelling behind the exisƟng historic structure would 
make them detached duplex.  Placing the new dwelling behind the exisƟng historic 
structure is consistent with the following nearby properƟes. 

o 213-215 McCauley Street:  See aƩached photos of 213 and 215 McCauley Street 
which consists of first 2-story dwelling at 213 McCauley Street and second 2-



story dwelling behind the first 2-story dwelling and a detached garage/accessory 
building. 

o 400 ½ and 402 McCauley Street:  See aƩached photos of 400½ and 402 
McCauley Street.  Each property has two dwelling units, first dwelling on the 
front and second dwelling behind the first dwelling.  

 OrientaƟon: The new dwelling and garage face forward toward the street/shared 
driveway, maintaining the tradiƟonal direcƟonal expression of the lot. Please refer to 
“Site Plan and Boundary Topography Survey - 214 McCauley St” file for the site plan. 

 

Scale, Massing, & ProporƟon 

 Subordinate Height: The proposed garage has a ridge height of 16'-0", ensuring it 
remains clearly visually subordinate to the exisƟng historic structure.  Please refer to 
“Architectural Plan and ElevaƟon Drawing- 214 McCauley St” file for ridge height based 
on the topography survey. 

 Dwelling Massing:  Approximate ridge height of the exisƟng historic structure is 32’.  The 
new dwelling is designed with a ridge height of 31'-11 1/8". Please refer to “Architectural 
Plan-ElevaƟon Drawing- 214 McCauley St” file for ridge height based on the topography 
survey.  The design uƟlizes scale-reducing techniques such as the single-story front porch 
to ensure that height and massing visually does not overpower the exisƟng historic 
building, per the Design Standard 4.7.5. The placement is far back in the rear of the 
property which has lower level of topography compared to the front of the property 
where the exisƟng historic structure is on.  Also, rear of the property / behind the new 
dwelling is the university is parking lot/area.  Thus, it would add more historic character 
to the property.  

Roof Form & Materials 

 Hipped Roofs: The exisƟng historic structure features a hipped roof. The new dwelling 
and the garage successfully echo this context by also uƟlizing hipped roof forms. This 
creates harmony across the site and adheres to the Design Standard 4.3.2.  Please refer 
to “Architectural Plan and ElevaƟon Drawing- 214 McCauley St” file for elevaƟon 
drawings. 

 Roofing Materials: The drawings specify "Architectural Asphalt Shingles" for both new 
structures. This is an acceptable, compaƟble material under the Design Standard 4.3.4a. 
Please refer to “Architectural Plan and ElevaƟon Drawing- 214 McCauley St” file for 
elevaƟon drawings. 



Exterior Materials & Details 

 Siding and Trim: The elevaƟons explicitly state "Horizontal Lap Siding, Exposure to 
Match ExisƟng House" and "Corner Trim to Match ExisƟng House". This strictly aligns 
with the Design Standard 4.4.2 and 4.4.3, ensuring the new construcƟon uƟlizes 
tradiƟonal materials applied in a convenƟonal manner that directly complements the 
exisƟng historic structure.  Please refer to “Architectural Plan and ElevaƟon Drawing- 214 
McCauley St” file for elevaƟon drawings. 

 Eaves and Frieze: The plans call for the roof overhang and frieze trim to match the 
exisƟng historic structure, saƟsfying the Design Standard 4.3.6 regarding compaƟble 
eave details.  Please refer to “Architectural Plan and ElevaƟon Drawing- 214 McCauley 
St” file for elevaƟon drawings. 

 

Doors & Windows 

 FenestraƟon PaƩern: The proposed windows on the new dwelling are verƟcally 
proporƟoned, 1-over-1 double-hung wood sash windows that emulate the rhythm, size, 
and style of the exisƟng historic structure’s windows. The design also shows window 
shuƩers to match with the window shuƩers on the exisƟng house.  This complies with 
the Design Standard 4.5.1 and 4.5.3.  Please refer to “Architectural Plan and ElevaƟon 
Drawing- 214 McCauley St” file for elevaƟon drawings. 

 Garage Doors: The 2-car garage uƟlizes two separate, single-bay "8070 SecƟonal" doors 
rather than a single, massive double-width door. This is a great design choice that 
perfectly saƟsfies the Design Standard 4.7.9b for street-facing garage elevaƟons.  Please 
refer to “Architectural Plan and ElevaƟon Drawing- 214 McCauley St” file for elevaƟon 
drawings. 

 

Porches & Entrances 

 Porch Design: The new dwelling features a front porch with square tapered columns 
with matchsƟck railing. This provides a tradiƟonal, human-scaled entrance that 
complements the exisƟng historic structure's straight square columns without creaƟng a 
false historical reproducƟon, aligning well with the Design Standard 4.6.4 and 4.6.5.  
Please refer to “Architectural Plan and ElevaƟon Drawing- 214 McCauley St” file for 
elevaƟon drawings. 

 



GRIFFIN HOUSE
1913
NR nomination: The two-story frame I-house with two-story rear ell and inte‐
rior chimneys alludes to the nineteenth century houses found on Cameron, but
is a much later example, with added Colonial Revival features including a
hipped roof and a square-columned full-facade front porch situated fully
across the front of the house. The property also features Chapel Hill stone
walls. The property was sold in 1901 by David McCauley to Thomas W.
Strowd, who probably held the land for sale to C. B. Griffin, a renter from
across the street, on which Griffin built the house in 1913. Griffin was a bank
cashier.

In the 1998 survey, this was deemed a Contributing Building.

2015 Survey Update: The hip-roofed house is three bays wide and single-pile
with a near-full-width, two-story, gable-roofed, single-pile rear wing. It has
plain weatherboards, one-over-one wood-sash windows, and two brick chim‐
neys located at the rear of the main section, but obscured by the rear wing. The
one-light-over-one-panel door, centered on the façade, is sheltered by a near-
full-width, hip-roofed porch supported by tapered square columns with an
original matchstick railing. A small, one-story, hip-roofed wing extends the
width of the rear elevation and projects beyond the left (west) elevation with
an entrance on its left elevation. Above this, a second-floor-level, hip-roofed
wing has been added and a frame shed-roofed carport extends from the rear,
both visible only from the parking area to the rear of the house. A low stone
wall extends across the front of the property.

To whom it may concern,  
 

This tree canopy cover assessment was conducted to evaluate the existing 
tree canopy cover on the 0.48 acre property located at 214 McCauley St. Most 
canopies were circular or ovular. For the present tree canopy cover, estimated 
measurements were calculated using the formula for the area of a circle, so most 
present canopy cover was estimated as circular, while irregularly shaped canopies
were determined using multiple measurements and geometric approximations. 

Trees not considered in this assessment:
Throughout the property are numerous smaller trees (mimosa, Japanese 

privot, cherry laurel, photinia, Japanese maple, etc.) that are not included in this 
assessment because only trees greater than 4 inches DBH have been recorded in 
this documentation. Trees which require removal before the new construction 
have been intentionally excluded from this assessment. There are other large 
trees (Red oak, 21 inches DBH and Hackberry, ~22 inches DBH) which provide 
considerable canopy cover but they are also excluded in this assessment since 
the stems of these trees are standing on adjacent properties.

The estimated percent of canopy cover which extended off the property was
excluded. The references to left and right in the above table correspond to 
orientation as facing the existing 2-story dwelling. The canopy coverage may be 
much larger if one includes the tree canopies from neighboring properties and the
various shrubs and landscaping.



While the most mature trees on the property present the highest and 
densest canopy, the total tree canopy cover is estimated to be 46.7%. This 
measurement is based on the trees which will be retained after the planned 
construction. This estimation is based on a sum of each recorded canopy with a 
consideration that approximately 35% of the canopies overlap one another. The 
density of the canopy cover may vary throughout the lot, but the required 40% is 
already met based on my professional assessment and opinion as an arborist.

NR nomination: The two-story frame I-house with two-story rear ell and inte‐
rior chimneys alludes to the nineteenth century houses found on Cameron, but
is a much later example, with added Colonial Revival features including a
hipped roof and a square-columned full-facade front porch situated fully
across the front of the house. The property also features Chapel Hill stone
walls. The property was sold in 1901 by David McCauley to Thomas W.
Strowd, who probably held the land for sale to C. B. Griffin, a renter from
across the street, on which Griffin built the house in 1913. Griffin was a bank
cashier.

In the 1998 survey, this was deemed a Contributing Building.

2015 Survey Update: The hip-roofed house is three bays wide and single-pile
with a near-full-width, two-story, gable-roofed, single-pile rear wing. It has
plain weatherboards, one-over-one wood-sash windows, and two brick chim‐
neys located at the rear of the main section, but obscured by the rear wing. The
one-light-over-one-panel door, centered on the façade, is sheltered by a near-
full-width, hip-roofed porch supported by tapered square columns with an
original matchstick railing. A small, one-story, hip-roofed wing extends the
width of the rear elevation and projects beyond the left (west) elevation with
an entrance on its left elevation. Above this, a second-floor-level, hip-roofed
wing has been added and a frame shed-roofed carport extends from the rear,
both visible only from the parking area to the rear of the house. A low stone
wall extends across the front of the property.
